WHEREAS, Burnetsfield Solar 1, LLC and Burnetsfield Solar 2, LLC, (collectively “Company”), submitted two separate but related applications to the Zoning Board of Appeals (“ZBA”) for special use permits to develop two ground mounted photovoltaic PV systems, each sized 5mW (AC) (10mW Total) on portions of Tax Parcel 115.1-1-19.1 (the “Projects”); and,

WHEREAS, connection with the Company’s applications for special use permits the ZBA referred the applications to the Planning Board as required by the Town of Manheim Zoning Ordinance (the “Zoning Ordinance”) to perform a site plan review, SEQRA review, and provide a Site Plan Report containing an advisory opinion and recommendation to the Zoning Board of Appeals; and, 

WHEREAS, the Town of Manheim Zoning Law authorizes the Planning Board and the Zoning Board of Appeals to engage the services of independent professional consultants when and as necessary and to be reimbursed by an applicant for the reasonable costs of those services; and,

WHEREAS, the Town desires to establish an escrow account to be funded by the Company to reimburse the Town for the reasonably necessary costs paid by the Town for services provided by independent professional consultants in connection with the Planning Board’s and the Zoning Board of Appeals’ review of the Company’s land use applications for the Projects, and,

WHEREAS, the Town has reviewed the cost of independent professional services provided to the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals in connection with similar solar and energy projects undertaken in the Town in determining an estimate of the funds reasonably necessary to pay the costs of such independent consultant’s services which should be placed in the Escrow Account for the Projects; and, 

WHEREAS, the Town Board has reviewed Escrow Agreement for Professional Consultant Fees between the Town of Manheim and Burnetsfield Solar 1, LLC and Burnetsfield Solar 2, LLC attached hereto. 

THEREFORE, Be It RESOLVED, that the Town Board approves the Escrow Agreement for the Projects in substantially the form and substance attached hereto; and,

Be It Further RESOLVED, that the Town Board Supervisor is authorized to and shall execute the Escrow Agreement for the Projects in substantially the form and substance attached hereto.
